1-101 Title

1-102 Purpose
These Regulations are intended to serve the followinggairpo

1. To promote the health, safety, morals, comfdrgy@neral welfare of the residents of Pawnee
County, and the cities of Burdett, Garfield and Rozel,Kansa

2. To create zoning districts sensitive to thesrafetthe residents of Pawnee County and the
cities of Burdett, Garfield and Rozel, while ptiote@and enhancing the values of all the
residents of Pawnee County, and encouraging asnmiragricultural development as
possible to occur within the incorporated cities of thetfCoun

3. To preserve, maintain, and conserve agriculturaitindPawnee County, Kansas.

4, To encourage and promote agricultural developamein productivity, and to protect
agricultural land from the intrusion of uses which are incompatible, inconsistenty or whic
otherwise detract from, limit, restrict, or dirhiragricultural productivity within Pawnee
County, Kansas.

5. To encourage and promote family farms.

6. To avoid the undue concentration of populatodsto prevent overcrowding in the use of
land and community facilities.

7. To provide adequate notice on proposed changd#w iuse of land from one land
classification to another, and an opportunity for inéeresirties to be heard.

For the purpose of these Regulations, certain agnsords are hereby defined. Words used in the
present tense shall include both the past anditiime,fand words used in the future tense shall
include the present; words in the singular nunhiadirisclude the plural and words in the plural
number shall include the singular; the word "bgfldihall include the word "structure”; the word
"dwelling" shall include the word "residence"wibrel "lot" shall include the word "plot”; the word
"person” shall include individuals, firms, corfwrat associations, governmental bodies and
agencies, and all other legal entities; the wealll' |Is mandatory and not directory while the word
"may" is permissive; and the phrase "used fot"istlade the phrases "arranged for", "designed
for", "intended for", "maintained for", and "oceapfor". Words or terms not herein defined shall
have their ordinary and customary meaning in relationciontiest.

1. ABANDONED VEHICLE: Any inoperable motor vehicle to which the lasstergd
owner of record thereof has relinquished all further dwmanid control.

2. ACCESS: The right to cross between public and private gyopkowing pedestrians and
vehicles to enter and leave property.

3. ACCESSORY BUILDING: A subordinate building or portion of the main lngjdlocated
on the same lot, the use of which is clearly imalde that of the main building or to the use
of the land on which it is located. Customarnssacgebuildings include, but are not limited
to, garages, carports, garden houses, small steegdgeand children's playhouses. As such,
an accessory building may be attached or detached fronmtheildiag.

4. ACCESSORY USE: A subordinate use which serves an incidentaldiuriotithat of the
principal use of the premises. Customary accasssrinclude, but are not limited to, tennis
courts, swimming pools, air conditioners, barbecue grills, fireplaces, and satellite dis
antennas.

5. ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER: See Zoning Administrator.

6. AGRICULTURAL PURPOSES, LAND USED FOR: The use of a tract of land for the
production of plants, animals and/or horticultural products, including but not limited to:
Forages; grains and feed crops; dairy animalaigngrdducts; cattle, sheep, poultry, swine
and horses; bees and apiary products; trees astl goyducts; fruits, nuts and berries;
vegetables; or nursery, floral, ornamental orhgnesa products. Land used for agricultural
purposes shall not include the following:

a. Lands which are used for recreational purpesestif@ugh such properties may
produce or maintain some of the plants or animals listéd here

b. Lands which are used for suburban residential home sites and yard plots whos
primary function is for residential purposes even though such properties may produce
or maintain some of the plants or animals listed herein.

C. The operation or maintenance of greenhouses, nurseries or hydroponic farm:s
operated at retail.

d. The operation of an auction sales yard.
e. The operation of a junkyard.
f. The operation or maintenance of a commercehtystal, feedlot or other confined

animal feeding operation.
g. The operation of a boarding or breeder kennel.

h. The keeping of exotic birds and/or animals.

AMENDMENT: The process of change or alteration to the Zoreggl&ions in one of
the following forms:

a. A comprehensive revision or modification of the zagxhgrd/or maps.
b. A text change in the zone requirements.
C. A change in the maps, i.e., the zoning desigwéata particular parcel or parcels.

This form is also known as "rezoning."
d. The approval of a Conditional Use Permit as provided thigse Regulations.

APARTMENT HOUSE: A building or buildings containing apartments asedplace of
residence for five (5) or more families.

APPLICANT: The owner of a tract of land, or his duly desigmatgesentative, for which
an amendment has been requested.

AUCTION SALES YARD: A tract of land and accompanying buildings andioero
structures, if any, arranged or designed to be used for the sale by auction ofsmerchandi
offered on consignment.

BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS: That board created herein which has the statutory
authority to hear and determine appeals, exceptionsiandegto these Regulations.

BUILDABLE WIDTH: The width of that part of a lot not included witany required
open space.

CEMETERY: Land used for burial and dedicated for cemetery purposes, including
columbariums, crematories, mausoleums, and newtwéen operated in conjunction with
and within the boundaries of such cemetery.

CHILD CARE CENTER: A facility licensed by the State of Kansas todador the care
of thirteen (13) or more children from two (2) weelsixteen (16) years of age, and which is
maintained for less than twenty-four (24) hours per day.

CHURCH: An establishment, the principal purpose of whigliggous worship, but which

may include such accessory uses in the main structure or in separate dsiiglingsy
School rooms, private schools, child care, assembly rooms, kitchen, recreational faciliti
and/or library.

CITY: The governing body of the City of Burdett, Garf®ldRozel, Kansas, or the
delegated staff, boards or agencies thereof.I<0itynaans the lands within the corporate
limits of the City of Burdett, Garfield or Rozel, Kansas.

CITY ENGINEER: The City Engineer, or such person designated Botre¥ning Body
to provide engineering assistance in administering the provisions of these Regulatior
governing areas of normal responsibilities assigned to the City Engineer.

CLINIC: A building designed and used for the medical,| densargical diagnosis or
treatment of patients under the care of doctors and/orsnwritle no overnight boarding.

CLUB: Buildings and facilities owned or operated byporadion, association, person or
persons for social, educational, or recreational purposes, but not primarily for pnofit whic
inures to any individual and not primarily to neadservice which is customarily carried on

as a business.

CLUB, MEMBERSHIP: Membership clubs, including private clubs, aeddiyn K.S.A.
41-2601 et seq and succeeding amendments, including but not limited to such clubs as t
American Legion, VFW, and the EIks.

CLUSTER HOUSING: The site planning technique of grouping dwellintg around
courts, parking areas, common open spaces and private drives as ofsposed &l on a
public street.

COMMON OPEN SPACE: An area of land, water or combination thereof, planned for
active or passive recreation, but not including areas utiliztceéts, alleys, driveways or
private roads, off-street parking or loading aveasquired yards. The area of recreational
activities such as swimming pools, tennis cduffieboard courts, etc., may be included as
common open space.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: The adopted Comprehensive Plan for Pawnee Couthty or
City of Burdett, Garfield or Rozel, Kansas, and amendimemtiot

CONDITIONAL USE: A use of any building, structure or parcel oftlaatidl by its nature,

is perceived to require special care and att@mtgiing so as to assure compatibility with
surrounding properties and uses. Conditional anseallowed only after public notice,
hearing, and approval as prescribed in theset®eguad may have special conditions and
safeguards attached to assure that the public intenestds se

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT: A written document of certification issued by the
Zoning Administrator permitting the constructiofiteration or establishment of a
Conditional Use.

CONDOMINIUM: A building containing two (2) or more dwelling sumihich are
designed and intended to be separately ownedundeethe Townhouse Ownership Act
(K.S.A. 58-3710 et seq) of the State of Kansas.

CONFINED ANIMAL FEEDING OPERATION: Any lot, pen, pool and/or pond
which is used for the confined feeding of animmdiswd for food, fur or pleasure which is
not normally used for raising crops and in whichegetation intended for animal food is
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growing. For purposes of these regulations, a confined animal feeding operation shall be or
those operations licensed for a minimum of 1,d6@kanits with the Kansas Department
of Health and Environment. An animal unit shall be as dbfirstdte statute.

38. CONSTRUCTION/DEMOLITION LANDFILL: A permitted solid waste disposal area
used exclusively for the disposal on land of construatitmn demolition waste.

39. CONSTRUCTION/DEMOLITION WASTE: Waste building materials and rubble
resulting from construction, remodeling, repadearolition operations; but not clean rubble
or asbestos.

40. COUNTY: The Board of County Commissioners of Pawneetyokiansas, or its
delegated staff, boards or agencies.

41. COUNTY ATTORNEY: The County Attorney, or such licensed attorregraded by the
County Attorney, responsible for the prosecution ofi@étions of these Regulations in
accordance with the provisions contained herein, anddisiest by law.

42. COUNTY COUNSELOR: The County Counselor, or such licensed attoesgynéted by
the County Counselor or Governing Body, to furnish legal assistance for the admfistration
these Regulations.

43. COUNTY ENGINEER: The County Engineer, or such licensed engingignaied by
the County Engineer or Governing Body, to provide engineering assistance in administerin
these and other Regulations governing areas almesponsibilities assigned to the County
Engineer.

44. COUNTY HEALTH OFFICER: The Director of the Pawnee County Health Department,
or such person designated to administer the Health RegubétPrawnee County.

45. DAY CARE HOME: A facility licensed by the State of Kansas todadur the care of
not more than ten (10) children under fourteeny@ars of ages, not more than six (6) of
whom are under kindergarten age, between thedi@i@® a.m. and 9:00 p.m. This term is
further construed to include similar units operated utidsrrames.

46. DENSITY: The average number of dwelling units per acre of land, expressed in terms of
"units per acre." The area is exclusive of public streets gruitiededications. (Example:
30 dwelling units occupying 4 acres of land is 7.5 unitseper a

47. DISTANCE: Horizontal distances unless otherwise designated.

48. DISTRICT: A section or sections of the zoning jurisdictianwbich the regulations
governing permitted use of buildings and land, the béighiidings, the size of yards, and
the intensity of use are uniform.

ESTABLISHED SETBACK: The average setback on each street on whichranist f
established by three (3) or more buildings; pchvoddy those properties that are within the
same district and within 300 feet on each sigedolos along the same side of the street, but
not beyond any intersecting street, are used in detgrthegstablished setback.

EXOTIC BIRDS OR ANIMALS: Birds or animals not commonly kept domestically or
that are not native to Pawnee County and/or théetr8tates. Exotic birds or animals
includes, but are not limited to, bears, liorsstigougars, wolves, half-breed wolves, and
snakes. Birds in the ratite family, llamas aod dbisNorth American buffalo shall not be
considered as exotic birds or animals.

FAMILY: One (1) or more persons related by blood or mawiagdoption, living together
as a single housekeeping unit plus usual domestic servants; or a group of not more than fc
(4) unrelated persons living together as a single housekeeping unit.

FAMILY DAY CARE HOME: A facility licensed by the State of Kansas tod&ovi
children under eighteen (18) years of age wittafabtbdging for less than twenty-four (24)
hours per day. This term is further construed to include similar units with different names.

FARMERS MARKET: The seasonal selling or offering for sale at oétadme-grown
vegetables or produce, occurring in a pre-designated area, where the vendorslyare genel
individuals who have raised the vegetables orcprodun have taken the same on
consignment for retail sale.

FEED LOT, COMMERCIAL: A livestock feedlot or feedyard as defined by K43-A
1501 et seq, licensed by and operated under standardis bgtthar State of Kansas.

b. Lot Frontage: The distance for which the front boundary linéheflot and the
right-of-way are coincident.

GOVERNING BODY: The Board of County Commissioners of Pawnee Cd{angas,
or the City Council of the City of Burdett, Garfield or REaglsas.

GROUP HOME: Any dwelling occupied by not more than ten (10) persons, including eight
(8) or fewer persons with a disability who needenatlated by blood or marriage and not to
exceed two (2) staff residents who need not bedrelablood or marriage to each other or

to the residents of the home, which dwellingeisdéd by a regulatory agency of the State of
Kansas. For purposes of this definition, disability sbef:m

a. DISABILITY: A condition, with respect to a person, which means:

1. A physical or mental impairment which subdtarimits one or more of
such persons major life activities;

INDUSTRIAL SOLID WASTE: Non-toxic, non-hazardous solid waste generated from
industrial processing and acceptable as materidispmsal in an industrial landfill as
determined by the Kansas Department of Health and Envitonme

INTENSITY: The degree or level of concentration to which land is used for commercial,
industrial or any other nonresidential purpose.

JUNK: Old or scrap copper, brass, rope, rags, batpapes, trash, rubber debris, waste, or
junked, dismantled, or wrecked motor vehicles, or parts thereof, iron, steel and other old c
scrap ferrous or nonferrous material.

JUNKYARD: An establishment which is maintained, opemteded for storing, keeping,
buying, or selling junk, or for the maintenanceperation of a motor vehicle graveyard.
This term shall include salvage yards.

KENNEL, BOARDING : Any place, area, building or structure whereidolysling those
under one year of age) are boarded, housed, cared forndgwdily other than the owner.

KENNEL, BREEDER: Any place, area, lot, building or structure where than four
dogs are kept for any purposes.

LOT, DEPTH OF: The horizontal distance between the front and rear loml@aessired in
the mean direction of the side lot lines.

LOT, DOUBLE FRONTAGE: A lot having a frontage on two non-intersectiregtsy as
distinguished from a corner lot.

LOT INTERIOR: A lot whose side line or lines do not abut upon any street.
LOT LINES: The lines bounding a lot as defined herein.

LOT OF RECORD: A lot which is part of a subdivision, the plat bictv has been
recorded in the office of the County Register etiBeor a parcel of land, the deed of which
was recorded prior to the adoption of these Regulations.

LOT, WIDTH OF: The distance, measured on a horizontal plane ehetiae side lot
lines, measured at right angles to the lot depth at thislesthfvbnt building line.

LOT, ZONING: A parcel or tract of land used, developed, or built as a unit under single
ownership or control. Said zoning lot may coofs@te or more lots of record, one or more
portions of a lot or lots of record, or any combination thereo

MANUFACTURE: Any method of processing, developing, fabricatiagsembling either
raw material, semi-finished materials or parts into semi-finished or finished products.

The regulations set forth in this Article, or sghfelsewhere in these Regulations when referred t
in this Article, are the regulations in the "AGrtidddfural District.

The Districtas als
intended to protect watersheds and water sugplipsptect the use of natural resources in the
production of agricultural products and prevenfoamiiscourage their conversion to other uses not

in the interests of the citizens of Pawnee Caienpyptect forest and scenic areas; to consenve fis
and wildlife habitat; to promote forestry; andrevgnt and/or discourage untimely scattering of
residential, and/or more dense urban development.

All lands used for agricultural purposes, as défirlkese Regulations, are and shall be exempt fro
any and all restrictions or limitations. No adtnative interpretation shall be made that rasults

any restriction or stipulation on land used for agricultural purposes by family farms as herein define
provided, however that consistent with state law, agricultural buildings shall be subject to
floodplain regulations and to setback requirenoentdat part of agricultural lands fronting on
designated major roads and highways. Any proposal for change of land used for agnmsgasal pur
by family farms to nonagricultural uses shall be subject to the requirements of these Regulations.

3. Provide public information for evaluating land purchases opflmoel ground within the
Pawnee County and the cities of Burdett, GarfieldRazel, Kansas, and its extraterritorial
jurisdiction.

4, Assure that eligibility is maintained for ptppmwners in Pawnee County and the cities of

Burdett, Garfield and Rozel, Kansas, and its exxii@tal jurisdiction to purchase flood
insurance in the Federal Flood Insurance Program.

18-102 FINDINGS OF FACT

The flood hazard areas of the within the unincatpdmportion of Pawnee County and the cities of
Burdett, Garfield and Rozel, Kansas, are subjgutrtdation, which could result in loss of life and
property, health and safety hazards, disruptimnoherce and governmental services, extraordinary
public expenditures for flood protection and rediafl impairment of the tax base, all of which
adversely affect the public health, safety and genexad.welf

1. These flood losses are caused by:

A. The cumulative effect of obstruction in floodways, causing increases in flood heights
and velocities.

18-103 GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.

LAND TO WHICH REGULATIONS APPLY: This Article shall apply to all lands within

the unincorporated portion of Pawnee County artdnwiihe corporate limits of Burdett,
Garfield and Rozel, Kansas, that are identified on the Flood Insurance Rate Mags (FIRM)
numbered and unnumbered A Zones, and within then@dverlay Districts "FW" and

"FF" established in Section 18-105 herein. lraralls covered by this Article, no
development shall be permitted except upon a permit granted by the Zoning Administratol
under the provisions established in Section 18-106 of this Article.

THE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER: The Zoning Administrator of Pawnee County and
the cities of Burdett, Garfield and Rozel, Karssdssignated as the enforcement officer.

RULES FOR INTERPRETATION OF DISTRICT BOUNDARIES: The boundaries

of the Floodway and Floodway Fringe Overlay Dsstsicall be determined by scaling
distances on the floodplain maps. Where intdipretsneeded to the exact location of the
boundaries of the districts as shown on the floodplain maps, as, for examplegmhere th
appears to be a conflict between a mapped bowmthactual field conditions, the Zoning
Administrator shall make the necessary interpretdti such cases where the interpretation
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is contested, the Board of Zoning Appeals willveesbe dispute. The regulatory flood
elevation for the point in question shall be the governing factor in locating ttte distri
boundary on the land.

5. ABROGATION AND GREATER RESTRICTIONS: It is not intended by this Article
to repeal, abrogate or impair any existing easecwrénants or deed restrictions. However,
where this Article imposes greater restrictioagrtvisions of this Article shall prevail.

6. INTERPRETATION: The provisions of this Article shall be held tonbeimum
requirements and shall not be deemed a limitati@peal of any other powers granted by
state statute.

7. WARNING AND DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY: The degree of flood protection
required by this Article is considered reasonable for regulatory purposes and is based
engineering and scientific methods of study. Larger floods may occur on rare odtesions or
flood height may be increased by man-made or natural causes, such as ice jamas and bri
openings restricted by debris. This Article doegnply that areas outside boundaries or
land uses permitted within such districts wilfd®e ffom flooding or flood damages. This
Article shall not create liability on the partasfiee County or the cities of within the cities
of Burdett, Garfield and Rozel, or any officer or employee thereof for any flood daahages t
may result from reliance on this Article or anyirastnative decision lawfully made
thereunder.

The unnumbered A Zsimak be subject to all development
provisions of this Article. If Flood Insuranced$tdata is not available, the City shall utilize
any base flood elevation or floodway data curvdilable from Federal, State or other
sources.

D. All utility and sanitary facilities shall bedjwoofed up to the regulatory flood
protection elevation so that any space belowgbktery flood protection elevation
is water tight, with walls substantially imperedabthe passage of water, with
structural components having the capability of resisting hydrostatic and hydrodynami
loads and effects of buoyancy.

E. That until a floodway has been designated, no development, including landfill, may b
permitted within Zones A1-30 and AE on the FIRM&mthe applicant for the land
use has demonstrated that the proposed use, whbmeod with all other existing
and reasonably anticipated uses, will not increase the water surface elevation of tt
100-year flood more than 1 foot on the average £eoson of the reach in which the
development or landfill is located as shown orFlkbed Insurance Rate Study
incorporated by reference in Section 18-103.

F. Any grading changes within the area estimatbd toundated by the 100-year
frequency flood, or alterations, modificationslarcations of a watercourse within
the jurisdiction of the Division of Water ResoyrSéste Board of Agriculture rules
and regulations, as authorized by K.S.A. 74-26dlany subsequent revisions
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thereof, shall ensure that the water carryingityapanaintained. The plans for such
changes, modifications, alterations or relocations shall be submitted to and approve
by the Division of Water Resources, State BoaApmdulture, concurrent with
County or City approval. In addition, the CoumtyLity shall notify, in riverine
situations, adjacent communities prior to the ipeaface of the work and submit
copies of such notification to the local officehef Administrator of the Federal
Insurance Administration.

G. Storage of Material and Equipment:

H. The storage or processing of materials thatirareéme of flooding, buoyant,
flammable, explosive, or could be injurious to huraaimal or plant life is
prohibited.

Storage of other material or equipment maydveedl if not subject to major damage
by floods and firmly anchored to prevent flotationf readily removable from the
area within the time available after flood warning.

J. Subdivision proposals and other proposed new development, including manufacture
home parks or subdivisions, be required to absire t

1) All such proposals are consistent with the need to minimize flood damage.

2) All public utilities and facilities, such a®rsayas, electrical, telephone and
water systems are located, elevated and constouotedmize or eliminate
flood damage.

3) Adequate drainage is provided so as to reduce expdisact hazards.

4) All proposals for development, including newdigsibns, manufactured
home parks and subdivisions, include within such proposals the regulatory
flood elevation.

18-107 FLOODWAY OVERLAY DISTRICT "FW"

PERMITTED USES: Only uses having a low flood damage potential cinabstructing flood
flows shall be permitted within the Floodway Ow@istrict to the extent they are not prohibited by
any other provision of these Regulations, anddprbtihey do not require structures or storage of
materials or equipment. No use shall increasodtitelevel of the regulatory flood protection
elevation.

For the floodproofing of nonresidential structuapglicants shall provide certification by a licensed
professional engineer or architect that the floofipg plans are adequate to be watertight, with
walls impermeable to the passage of water andtltstarvd the hydrostatic and hydrodynamic forces
associated with the 100-year flood. In additierggplicant shall provide information identiftheg
specific elevation in relation to mean sea lewshitth such structures are floodproofed. This
information shall be submitted to the Zoning Adstrimior at the time a permit is requested and shall
be maintained by that official.

18-111 VARIANCES AND VARIANCE PROCEDURES

The Board of Zoning Appeals shall hear and depjmkala and requests for variances from the
requirements of this Article.

G. The compatibility of the proposed use with existingnéiogbated development.

H. The relationship of the proposed use to the wamepsive plan and floodplain
management program for that area.

The safety of access to the property in timdmad for ordinary and emergency
vehicles.

J. The expected heights, velocity, duration, rate of rise and sediment transport of th
flood waters and the effects of wave action, if applicable, expected at the site.

K. The costs of providing governmental servicemgdand after flood conditions,
including maintenance and repair of public ikt facilities such as sewer, gas,
electrical and water systems, and streets and bridges.
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L. Variances shall only be issued upon a deteomitieit the variance is the minimum
necessary, considering the flood hazard, to afford relief.

M. Variances shall only be issued upon:

1) A showing of good and sufficient cause, and that the need for the variance is
not self-created.

2) A determination that failure to grant the veeiamould result in exceptional
hardship to the applicant.
3) A determination that the granting of a varianitenot result in increased

flood heights, additional public expense, create nuisances, cause fraud o
victimization of the public, or conflict with existing local laws or regulations.

Variances shall not be issued within any desidlumtéday if any increase in flood levels
during the base flood discharge would result.

Upon consideration of the factors listed abovetengurpose of this Article, the Board of
Zoning Appeals may attach such conditions to the granting of vasaihnakEsems necessary
to further the purpose of this Article.

Reporting of Variances:

A. Any applicant to whom a variance is granteldbghgiven a written notice containing
the following information: That the structure bal permitted to be built with a
lowest floor elevation feet below the regulatory flood elevation and that the

cost of flood insurance will be commensurate wéhnicreased risk resulting from
the reduced lowest floor elevation.

B. The Zoning Administrator shall maintain the records of all appeal actions and report
all variances to the Federal Insurance Admimstedtithe time the annual report is
submitted.

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Insurance Study has delineated the Flood Hazardl@ms and the zones establishing
insurance rates applicable to Pawnee County aodigkeof within the cities of Burdett,
Garfield and Rozel, Kansas.

14. FLOOD INSURANCE STUDY (FIS): The official report provided by the Federal
Insurance Administration that contains flood g®#ind water surface elevations for various
flood frequencies, as well as the boundaries and wat# sl@vations of the 100-year flood.

15. FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT: The operation of an overall program of correctide a
preventive measures for reducing flood damage, including but not limited to, emergenc
preparedness plans, flood control works and floodplain management regulations.

16. FLOOD PROTECTION SYSTEM: Those physical structural works constructed
specifically to modify flooding in order to rediheeextent of the area within a community
subject to a "special flood hazard.”" Such a sygterally includes levees or dikes. These
specialized modifying works are those construstembnformance with sound federal
engineering standards.

18. FLOODPROOFING: Any combination of structural and nonstructuraitiadd, changes
or adjustments to structures, including utilitysamitary facilities which would preclude the
entry of water. Structural components shall ieveapability of resisting hydrostatic and
hydrodynamic loads and effects of buoyancy.

18. FLOODWAY OR REGULATORY FLOODWAY: The channel of a river or other
watercourse and the adjacent land areas thatemestebved in order to discharge the base
flood without cumulatively increasing the water sutéa@ien more than one foot.

19. FLOODWAY FRINGE: That area of the floodplain, outside of the flog¢geat on the
average is likely to be flooded once every 139 (yearthat has a one percent chance of
flood occurrence in any one year).

20. FREEBOARD: A factor of safety usually expressed in feet abibeed level for purposes
of floodplain management. "Freeboard" tends tpeonsate for the many unknown factors
that could contribute to flood heights greater thanheight calculated for a selected size
flood and floodway conditions, such as wave adiogged bridge openings, and the
hydrological effect of urbanization of the watershed.

21. HIGHEST ADJACENT GRADE: The highest natural elevation of the ground surface
prior to construction next to the proposed walls of a steuctu
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22. HISTORIC STRUCTURE: Any structure that is:

A. Listed individually in the National Registetlisforic Places (a listing maintained by
the Department of Interior) or preliminarily deteed by the Secretary of the
Interior as meeting the requirements for individual listing on the National Register;

B. Certified or preliminarily determined by the Secretarylofether as contributing to
the historical significance of a registered leisticstrict or a district preliminarily
determined by the Secretary to qualify as a rebhsstoeic district;

C. Individually listed on a state inventory of historic places in veithtelsistoric
preservation programs which have been approved by the Secretary of the Interior; or

D. Individually listed on a local inventory ofdnistplaces in communities with historic
preservation programs that have been either:

24. MANUFACTURED HOME: A structure, transportable in one or more sectidmsh is
built on a permanent chassis and is designecdfaithsor without a permanent foundation
when connected to the required utilities. Fodfiain management purposes the term
"manufactured home" also includes park trailensel ttrailers, and other similar vehicles
placed on a site for greater than 180 consecutive days. This definition shall apply to tf
requirements of this Article only and shall no¢ lmakearing on any other requirements of
these Regulations.

25.  MANUFACTURED HOME PARK OR SUBDIVISION: A parcel (or contiguous
parcels) of land divided into two or more manufactured home lots for rent or sale.

26. NEW CONSTRUCTION: For the purposes of determining insurance rates, structures for
which the "start of construction” commenced orfter the effective date of the FIRM and
includes any subsequent improvements to suchusgrict For floodplain management
purposes, "new construction” means structures lfachwthe "start of construction”
commenced on or after the effective date of these Regulations and anglsldsequent
improvements to such structures.
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27. NEW MANUFACTURED HOME PARK OR SUBDIVISION: A manufactured home
park or subdivision for which the constructionacflities for servicing the lots on which the
manufactured homes are to be affixed (including, at a minimum, the installation of utilities, th
construction of streets, and either the finalgs#tding or the pouring of concrete pads) is
completed on or after the effective date of these Regulations.

28. ONE HUNDRED (100) YEAR FLOOD: The base flood having a 1 percent chance of
annual occurrence.

29. OVERLAY DISTRICT: A district which acts in conjunction with the ulytiey zoning
district or districts. The original zoning district das@ndoes not change.

30. REGULATORY FLOOD ELEVATION: An elevation 1 foot higher than the water
surface elevation of the regulatory flood.

31. START OF CONSTRUCTION (INCLUDING SUBSTANTIAL
IMPROVEMENTS): The date the building permit, or other authorizajranted by the
City, was issued, provided the actual start ofrwectien, repair, reconstruction, placement,
or other improvement was within 90 days of theiperrauthorization date. The actual start
means the first placement of permanent constructi@nstructure on a site such as the
pouring of the slab or footings, the installatiopiles, the construction of columns, or any
work beyond the stage of excavation, or the platevhea manufactured home on a
foundation. Permanent construction does not indmi@ preparation such as clearing,
grading and filling; nor does it include the iastal of streets and/or walkways; nor does it
include excavation for a basement, footings, mer§undations or the erection of
temporary forms; nor does it include the instadlatn the property of accessory buildings
such as garages, sheds or agricultural accegdorgsnot occupied as dwelling units or not
part of the main building or structure.

32. STRUCTURE: A walled and roofed structure, including a gaguud ktorage tank, that is
principally above the ground, including but not limited to, buildings, factories, sheds, cabin:
manufactured homes, and other similar uses.

33. SUBSTANTIAL DAMAGE: Damage of any origin sustained by a structurebyhte
cost of restoring the structure to its before dadchagndition would equal or exceed 50
percent of the market value of the structure b#ferdamage occurred.

34. SUBSTANTIAL IMPROVEMENT: Any reconstruction, rehabilitation, addition, beiot
improvement of a structure, the cost of which equaéxceeds 50 percent of the market
value of the structure before the "start of cocistml' of the improvement. This term
includes structures which have incurred "substdatieage”, regardless of the actual repair
work performed. The term does not, however, include either:

A. any project for improvement of a structure to correct existing violations of state or
local health, sanitary, or safety code specifications which have been identified by th
local code enforcement official and which are thienom necessary to assure safe
living conditions; or,
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B. any alteration of a "historic structure”, pexvithat the alteration will not preclude
the structure's continued designation as a "bistarcture”.

For the purposes of this definition, "substantial improvement” is considered to occur when
the first alteration of any wall, ceiling, floorotiner structural part of the building
commences, whether or not that alteration affects thea¢xt@enensions of the structure.

Certain areas of Pawnee County below FloodwasediRgtDams (hereinafter referred to as FRD)
would be subject to substantial flooding shoulRa Breach occur. This could result in significant
losses due to:

1. the cumulative effect of obstructions in the BRIach impact area district causing increases
in flood heights and velocities; and,

2. the occupancy of FRD breach impact area districtes vulnerable to floods or hazardous
to others which are inadequately elevated or gbgmetected from damage.

The FRD breach impact district is designed to pémmigainful use of certain lands which are
considered to be in the path of potential flooé&mand from which structures and other valuable
property use that is subject to damage by floed slaiuld be regulated. This would permit surface
runoff through such areas in the event of a FRD breach with a minimum ofastdarhage or
property loss, and a minimum of obligation upon governmental authorities for flood or disastel
assistance.

As such, this Article is intended to promote tHdipinealth, safety, and general welfare and to
minimize these losses by applying the provisidhis drticle to the designated areas within Pawnee
County. And by taking action to:

1. restrict or prohibit uses which are dangerousatith, safety, or property in the FRD breach
impact area, or which might cause undue increase in flyud;leed,

2. protect individuals from buying lands for thpgse of building in the FRD breach impact
area which is unsuited for intended purposes becausel tiaitand.

19-102 FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The FRD breach impact area district of PawnestyCd{ansas, are subject to inundation
which, in the event of a FRD breach, could resplitential loss of life and property, health
and safety hazards, disruption of commerce and governmental services, extraordinary puk
expenditures for flood relief, and impairment eftéix base; all of which adversely affect the
public health, safety and general welfare.

2. Such flood losses are caused by:
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a. the cumulative effect of obstructions in FRDchreapact areas causing increases in
flood heights and velocities.

b. the occupancy of FRD breach impact areas byulsesable to floods or hazardous
to others, and which are inadequately elevatethemwise protected from flood
damage.

3. This Article uses a reasonable method of agalRD breach impact flood hazards which

consists of a series of interrelated steps, as follows:

a. the use of engineering calculations and breaatt istudies which indicate the area
and potential depth of inundation for each FRD; and,

b. computation of floodway required to convey theadbr flood waters without
increasing flood heights more than one (1) foot at anygrant;

C. delineation of breach impact area encroachmentlithin which no obstruction is
permitted which would cause any increase in flood heights.

19-103 GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Land to which Requlations Apply This Article shall apply to all lands within the
unincorporated portion of Pawnee County as sjgelediein, andithin the cities of Burdett,
Garfield and RozeKansas, identified on the Floodwater Retarding \daps as elaborated
by the official Professional Retarding Dam Impadi€s. No development shall be
permitted in any defined FRD breach impact area excetazadtherein.

2. The Enforcement Officer The Zoning Administrator of Pawnee County, Karisas
designated as the enforcement officer.

3. Rules for Interpretation of District Boundaries The boundaries of the FRD breach
impact area district shall be determined by sdaltagces on the engineering Breach Impact
Studies. The Enforcement Officer shall maketatpretations as to the exact location of
said boundaries. In such cases where the iraégoras contested, the Board of Zoning
Appeals will resolve the dispute.

4, Existing Development No development or structures presently locatdéhve known
FRD breach impact area shall be relocated, extendedrted or structurally altered.

5. Abrogation and Greater Restrictions It is not intended by this Article to repealpgaie
or impair any existing easements, covenants oregé#ctions. However, where this Article
imposes greater restrictions, the provisions of this Article shall prevail. All other regulation:
inconsistent with this Article are hereby repealed totém efkthe inconsistency only.

6. Interpretation: In their interpretation and application, the igfomns of this Article shall be
held to be minimum requirements and shall bellybesastrued in favor of the Governing
Bodies of Pawnee County and the citi@uafett, Garfield and Rozel, Kansas.
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7. Warning and Disclaimer of Liability. The degree of flood protection required by this
Article is considered reasonable for regulatopoges and is based on engineering and
scientific methods of study. In the event of a FRD breach, largemipypdscur on rare
occasions or the flood height be increased by ma@&-on natural causes. This Article does
not imply that areas outside boundaries of theldf&&xh impact area or land uses permitted
within such districts will b e free from floodingaod damages. This Article shall not create
liability on the part of Pawnee County ordiies of Burdett, Garfield and Rozel, Kansias,
any officer or employee thereof for any flood desndmt may result from reliance on this
Article or any administrative decision lawfully madeititke

8. Appeal Where a request for a permit to develop, bagatd, extend, convert or structurally
alter any structure or building is denied by tifieré&ment Officer, the applicant may appeal
such decision and apply for relief to the Boazboing Appeals in the method provided in
these Regulations for appeals.

19-104 ESTABLISHMENT OF ZONING DISTRICT

The mapped FRD breach impact areas within theigtiaa of this Article are hereby established as
a Floodwater Retarding Dam Breach Impact OverssicDi’FRD", identified on the Floodwater
Retarding Dam Maps and as elaborated by theldfiofessional Engineering Breach Impact
Studies. Within this district all uses not meeting the standards of teisidtitiose standards of
underlying zoning districts shall be prohibited.

19-105 PERMITTED USES

Only uses having a low flood damage potential@nabstructing flood flows shall be permitted
within the Floodwater Retarding Dam Breach Impaetl&y District, to the extent they are not
prohibited by any other provision of these Regu$atand provided they do not require structures or
storage of materials or equipment. Subject teetfurements of these Regulations, the following
uses are permitted:

1. Agricultural uses.

2 Nonbuilding residential accessory uses such as dadarss,goarking, play and yard areas.

3. Nonresidential uses such as loading areas, parkargargidtrips.

4 Public and private recreational uses such as golf courses, archery ranges, picnic grounds, p

wildlife and nature preserves.

1. Type 1 Fund-raising or non-commercial events for nébhpedigious, educational, or
community service organizations; including anyteosigns and structures in conjunction
with the event.

2. Type 2 Temporary banners attached to the wall of difguidr placed across street rights-
of-way.
3. Type 3 Promotional activities or devices intended to attract attention to a speeific pla

business, organization, event or district, such as signs, searchlights or balloons.

4. Type 4 Commercial activities intended to sell, learseonr promote specific merchandise,
services or product lines, such as a tent sdéestraw, farmers market, Christmas tree sales,
or product demonstration. This type includes apacitivities such as film productions
outdoor play productions and similar type of events.

5. Type 5 Public or private events intended primarily for entertainment or amusement, such a
concerts, festivals, carnivals, circuses or paoades temporary !one-time# activities of a
generally short duration. Additionally, the temporary placensemodable asphalt plant
and attendant materials and equipment during wctietr work on any public road when
such placement is not adjacent to said constrbetianll be placed within 1 and ¥4 miles of
said construction.

The term "special event" shall not include garage sales at an individual residencagtcresiest
or off-site promotional signs.
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32-103 SPECIAL EVENTS NOT REQUIRING A PERMIT

Special events meeting the Type 1 definition@me@lwithout a Special Event Permit, provided all
of the following performance standards are met:

Any structure used in conjunction with the apegent shall meet all sight distance
requirements, shall be the subject of a validriguipeérmit, and shall be promptly
removed upon the cessation of the event.

The special event shall be conducted on ppregierty in a commercial or industrial
zoning district, except that nonprofit organizatiomy conduct events on any
property where the property owner has granted the apprqg@rmission.

The duration and hours of operation of the apewent shall be consistent with the
intent of the event and the surrounding land bsésn no case shall the duration
exceed ten (10) days.

32-105 SPECIAL EVENTS SUBJECT TO GOVERNING BODY REWAL

Any Type 5 special event or special event not meeting the cribetéarfs 32-103 or 32-104 may
be granted a Special Event Permit by the GoveBoitlg Such permit may be subject to such
conditions and safeguards as the Governing Bodgilemiay necessary to protect the public health,
safety and welfare.

The study shall include
recommendations of the on-site and off-site imprents necessary to achieve appropriate levels of
traffic safety.

The other studies shall address the substance odrtbern and/or impacts and shall identify the
extent of such impacts and any and all mitigatioadies possible to lessen those impacts on the
neighborhood and/or citizens and taxpayers of Ra@oenty and the cities of Burdett, Garfield and
Rozel, Kansas.

The results of the traffic study and/or other ssidihall be used in determining the impact of the
proposed rezoning or conditional use permit arttk dbe development of a recommendation or
decision regarding the same, including requirements of construction and/or installation of the
recommended improvements outlined with the traffic study.

A “Developmétanr (defined in Section 36-103 herein) is to be
submitted with the application. These guidelines areemriib:

Assist the Applicant and relevant authorities.

Provide details of the CWF.

Provide information so individuals may gain an understanding of the CWF.

Provide a basis for public discussion and informed comeitite CWF.

Identify significant environmental, social, and ecomoeffects related to the CWF.

Information in the application and Development PHrall be as current as possible at the time of
submission. Where information is unavailable ot yet finalized, estimates and/or alternative options
shall be provided and noted as estimates or alternatie¢sliNnatters in the guidelines are relevant to al
aspects of the project. Only those matters relevant tadfecpshall be addressed.

2. INTENT

These guidelines are intended to address magsr asswciated with the project; however, theyptare n
all inclusive. Issues not listed may be deenméitaig and issues may emerge as significant (studies,
public input) during the course of review.

1. The Development Plan shall be written in a thigtels easily understood by the general reader.
Technical terminology shall be avoided as muabssiblp. Detailed technical data, statistics, and
supplementary information required to support thie next is to be included as appendices. All
sources of information are to be referenced, astlbaucurrent. Information presented as maps,
diagrams, or plans is preferred, as the general reader finds it easier to understand.

2. These requirements specify maps, informatiogysiwamd studies that must be submitted as part of
the CUP application. Pawnee County may adjustath@ards for future projects based on such
things as; but not limited to, the results of mang avian collisions; the success or failure of
remedial actions required in the decommissioronggs; the changing technology in wind generated
electricity.

3. One CUP application shall be submitted withatgolner!s signature(s) owning parcels of land
upon which the CWF will be located. If approved,@UP shall be issued for the entire area of the
proposed CWF.

6. Above-ground transmission lines may be used only in public rights-of-way or private alisemen
approval from the County Highway Administrator.

7. Applicant shall apply for a zoning permit prior to theéraatien of the CWF-.

8. Transportation routes used for construction shall be coordinated with the County Highw:e
Administrator. A road agreement (defined in 8e®6ic103.4) must be approved before any zoning
permits are issued for construction to begin.

9. Applicant shall be held liable for any damageutaty/township roads or rights-of-way resulting
from tower construction, deconstruction, and/or main@nactivity.

10. If lubricants and/or hazardous materials abe ttocated on the premises in connection with the
CWEF, said materials shall be kept and transported in accordance with all State and Federal regula

11. There shall be no lights on the towers other thase required by the Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA). This restriction shall gyl to infrared heating devices used to protect th
wind monitoring equipment.

12. Structures for wind turbines shall be self-glinpdubular towers painted a neutral color such as a
white or pale gray. No lattice structure shalisbd. No logos or advertisements are allowed on
these structures. Each turbine shall be marked wisible identification number located no higher
than fifteen (15) feet above ground level thatbearead from twenty (20) feet. (minimum 2"
lettering)

13. If the CUP is to be transferred from one paréydifferent party, written notice shall be given to the
Board of County Commissioners. The new holder of the CUP shall meet thebcndet
requirement and all other requirements of the CUP.

14. Applicant shall develop an Emergency Respams&vifi assistance from the County Emergency
Management Director prior to construction phaseessidg possible hazards at the project faced by
first responders. Example - High angle rescue, high voltagens, etc.

C. At the end of the CWFI!s useful life, or if theFA8Vabandoned, the site shall be restored in
accordance with the requirements of this condiiibim eighteen (18) months.
